Natural Rocks
Some rocks are natural. They are made from natural materials like lava or
sediment. Natural rocks can be grouped into three categories.

Igneous Rock

Igneous rock is rock that has been formed from magma
or lava. Obsidian, granite and basalt are examples of
igneous rock

Sedimentary Rock

Sedimentary rock is rock that has been formed by layers of
sediment. The layers are pressed down hard and they stick
together, making new rocks. You can usually see these
layers when you look at sedimentary rocks. Chalk,
sandstone and limestone are examples of sedimentary rocks

Metamorphic Rock

Sometimes, igneous rock or sedimentary rock gets really
hot or is put under a lot of pressure. When this happens,
it can change into a type of new rock. This new rock is
called metamorphic rock. Marble, quartzite and slate
are examples of metamorphic rock
